Technical Criteria and financial criteria 
Technical Criteria

Contractor / consortiums parties shall respond to the EoI on one, some or all of the below categories only if they meet the criteria against the categories for which they express interest:
A) Hiring of crude oil road tankers for transportation of crude oil
Contractor shall have three years (03) experience in providing Road tanker for transportation of Crude Oil/Polymers/Liquid hydrocarbon Fluids/chemicals/Petro chemicals to Oil & gas Processing plants /Refineries/Petro chemical/Chemicals/Thermal power plants/Mining/ Metal industries etc.
B) Hiring of crude oil storage tank/s
Contractor shall either be the owner or possess a valid lease agreement of tankage facility having storage tanks which can be given on rent for storing crude oil or Petroleum Class ‘A’ liquid located in either of the two or both the below locations
1. Kakinada 

2. Visakhapatnam 

The proposed tankage facility shall have pipeline connectivity and valid agreement with Kakinada or Visakhapatnam seaport or both and/or an oil refinery for transportation of crude oil from the tankage area. 
C) Hiring of crude oil tanker vessel  
Contractor shall have experience in providing minimum one crude oil tanker on voyage or time charter and vessel owners or operators shall have DOC (as required by ISM -International Safety Management Code) for the type of vessel. 
D) Hiring of offshore Supply Vessel for carrying and transferring crude oil 

Vessel owner or Operator shall have supplied at least one DP Class 2 offshore supply vessel carrying brine or mud or oil in oil field operations and capable of carrying and transferring crude oil and having DOC (as required by ISM international safety management code) for type of vessel.
E) Hiring of DP 2 vessel or Construction Barge along with experts for SPM maintenance job & 
diving team 
· 3 years’ experience in providing SPM positioning/repair services in Oil & Gas Sector
· Bidder or it's Diving sub-contractor is a Registered Member of IMCA as a Diving Contractor
· Vessel operator is ISM Code Compliant having valid DOC for the type of vessel
F) Services from Customs House Agents (CHA) for carrying out Cargo documentation with Customs and Port and payment of Wharfage charges at ports during transportation of crude oil to marine tanker vessel. 
Bidder must have valid CHA license with Kakinada Customs and/or Visakhapatnam Customs and License to handle Cargo operations at the ports. Bidder shall have at least 06 months of experience of handling Cargo at Kakinada Deep Water Port and /or Visakhapatnam port.
Financial criteria 

A) Turnover in each of the immediately preceding two financial years should preferably be equal to or more than the estimated average annual contract value. 

B) Net worth should be preferably positive in each of the immediately preceding two financial years.

C) Liquidity ratio should preferably be not less than 1 in each of the preceding Two (02) financial years.

Service category ‘F’ - Services from Customs House Agents (CHA) for carrying out Cargo documentation with Customs and Port and payment of Wharfage charges at ports during transportation of crude oil to marine tanker vessel is exempted from the above financial criteria.
