3. Minimum of 3 years of recent experience in executing the similar project in construction of 

residential and commercial townships as construction contractors, preferably dealing with Oil and 
Gas Projects, Exploration or Refineries and Petrochemicals. 

4. Should be profit earning firm/company for at least three preceding years.  
5. Should never have been blacklisted by Government/PSU/CEIL/Reputed Company. 
6. Should be registered with State Service Tax authority. 
7. Should follow all Health, Safety and Environment (HSE) and Road Safety procedures, and 

policies of CEIL strictly.
